This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	At Campton Academy, we have timetabled music lessons in all year groups as well as a Singing Assembly every Friday.  We follow the National Curriculum and use a wide range of resources such as the Oak Academy.  When using our scheme of learning, we are ensuring to be meeting all the statutory requirements of the National Curriculum and progress is evident through observations and our progression documents.  A particular focus is the use of key music vocabulary being recalled.  Observations have shown that all pupils, including SEND pupils actively engage in music lessons and the singing assemblies.

This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	At Campton Academy, children have some opportunities to develop their music skills.  We have our singing assemblies where a wide range of songs are being learnt and performed.  Pupils have opportunities to perform their songs in our local church during Christmas and Easter services.  Some of our children are also part of Rock Steady and we currently have five bands practicing weekly.  For pupil premium children the school uses PP funds to pay for these lessons.  There is a termly concert for bands to perform in front of their parents and the rest of the school.  


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	At Campton Academy, we provide the following musical events:
· Singing assemblies
· Rock steady lessons and concerts
· Performances in our local church
· Last academic year, all Y4 pupils went to see Wicked in London which was preceded by a workshop with one of the many stars of the show

	In the future, we want to establish a link with the local music hub – Inspiring Music so that children have more opportunities to play instruments.  We also want to ensure that staff CPD is being developed to ensure staffs’ confidence and subject knowledge is enhanced.
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
